Ultraseek to Google

Anyone who has used various search engines on the Internet has come to realize that different search engines have different syntax (specific rules on how to key in the search criteria). The Google Search Engine that was purchased for our Internet is no exception. As with all search engines, they provide a help link to explain to people how to use their search engine. The Google help link is “Search Tips” on the main search page.  It is the recommended that you start there.

This document is not intended to teach you how you should use a search engine, rather it is to show experienced users of the Ultraseek Advanced search engine what the Google Advanced counterpart is and how it is used.  All the examples will show a simplified Ultraseek Advanced search followed by its Google counterpart. Advanced users will know how to combine different search requirements to obtain the quality results they need.
In the examples below the phrase “search_term” is the word or phrase being searched for.
In the “Where To Look” section, Google’s equivalent commands are used mostly in the Simple Search (SS) page as compared to Ultraseek where there are drop down windows in the Advanced Search (AS) page.

Ultraseek also has the following which are not found in Google:

a drop down box (AS) to select a generic time frame with the following choices;

· in the last week

· in the last two weeks

· in the last 30 days

· in the last 30 days

· in the last 30 days

· in the last 30 days

· in the last year

· in the last two years.

NOTE: Google has a date range selector (see above)

a drop down box (AS) to select for;
· with summaries, or

· without summaries

a drop down box (AS) to select for;

· grouped by location, or

· without grouping.

Google also has the following which are not found in Ultraseek:

a drop down box (AS) to select for;

· language – list not included here for space purposes.

NOTE: languages can be selected in the configuration of the Ultraseek collections.

a drop down box (AS) to select for document format;

· any format

· Adobe Acrobat PDF (.pdf)

· Adobe Postscript (.ps)

· Microsoft Word (.doc)

· Microsoft Excel (.xls)

· Micorsoft PowerPoint (.ppt)

· Rich Text Format (.rtf)

NOTE: Ultraseek allows the extension to be used as a search term as does Google.
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
