This module allows a revised Application Supplement, which has been requested by the field office to be 

submitted to the department via the Electronic Disposition System. 

 

1.1 1.1 Hours of Operation 

The EDS System is available weekdays and weekends including statutory holidays from 5:30a.m. to 

11:30p.m.. However, it is unsupported or could experience some system downtime due to maintenance 

during weekends or statutory holidays.  

The EDS support help desk is available weekdays from 8:15a.m. to 4:30p.m., with the exception of statutory 

holidays.

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2 Quick Start: How do I submit an 
amended Application Supplement using 
the Document Upload module in EDS? 
This quick start section illustrates the basic Document Upload submission process via walkthrough of 

document upload screens.  

 

The Document Upload workflow includes the following steps and is covered in sections below: 

 Logging into EDS. 

 

 Editing the existing Application Supplement, which was flagged for correction by the field staff or legal 

administrator. The applicant will be notified via email when a revised application supplement is to be 

uploaded using the Document Upload feature in EDS. 

 

 Downloading and saving the edited Application Supplement to a directory on your computer. 

 

 Logging in and initiating the Document Upload application module. 

 

 Querying the Activity Number, the Application Supplement is linked to. 

 

 Attaching the revised Application Supplement. 

 

 Agree with the "Terms of Use and Disclaimer” and submit the revised supplement. 

 

2.1 Logging into EDS 

To access the Document Upload application module, login to EDS at:

1. Click on the link with the caption the Electronic Disposition System. 

 

2. You will be directed to another window where you should enter your SecureXNET username and 

password. 

 

3. Select GoA Client as Account Type. 

 

4. Click on the Login button to proceed to the EDS homepage. 
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2.2 Editing the existing Application Supplement 

Expand the Application Prerequisites category, clicking on the Application Supplement (NEW) module.

Once you are satisfied with all data entered in the field, proceed to the “Terms of Use and Disclaimer” 

page clicking “I Agree and Submit” button to submit the transaction.

4. Enter the Activity number. 

 

5. Click on the Search button. 

The Applicant/Disposition Holder’s name and Purpose/Activity description will be displayed next. 

Document Upload module should only be 

used where the Application Supplement 

submitted with the Application/Amendment 

transaction has been unlocked as revisions 

were requested as communicated by the field 

staff or legal adminisrators at the Provincial 

Approval Section via an email sent to the 

applicant. 

Document Upload fucntionality is not a 

subsitute for submitting changes to an 

Application Supplement where there is a 

change of purpose/activity description or 

boundary to the plan. In such circumstances, 

submitting an amendment transaction using 

the Amendment module is appropriate – 

where a new Application Supplement will 

have to be created.

6. Click on the Browse button, selecting the Application Supplement saved in Step 3. Only PDF files are 

recongizable file types to be uploaded. 

 

7. Click on Next. 

 

8. On the next page will be the Terms of Use and Disclaimer text, click on ‘I Agree and Submit’ to submit 

the revised application supplement to the department.

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Upon submitting, a confirmation window is displayed with the text saying the Document is successfully 

uploaded.

At this juncture, the document upload feature is disabled for the activity number queried earlier as the 

application supplement has been locked from receiving revisions linked to the activity number. The status 

for the application supplement uploaded is also changed to ‘Submitted’ as seen from the Application 

Supplement homepage. 

To utilise this feature to submit an amended application supplement, you will have to be contacted by email 

saying an amended application supplement is required.  
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3 Troubleshooting Document Upload 
Error Messages 

Some error messages may be encountered when uploading a revised application supplement using the 

Document Upload module. 

 

3.1 Invalid File Type Upload 

PDF is the recognized file type, that should be uploaded using the Document Upload feature. Any other file 

type uploaded will result in the error message shown below.

To resolve this, make sure the attached file is in PDF format and contains the revised application 

supplement data. 
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3.2 Most current version of Application Supplement not 
uploaded 

For a revised Application Supplement to be accepted through the Document Upload module, the most 

current version of the edited supplement must be attached. An error message shown below is displayed 

when the supplement attached is not the most current version.

To rectify this error, go back to the Application Supplement homepage and click on Download PDF icon to 

download and save the most current version of the Application Supplement to be uploaded through the 

Document Upload module, that is linked to the activity number queried in the figure above. 

 

 

3.3 Activity Number is not in a valid state 

According to the Document Upload validations, you can only upload a revised application supplement 

through the Document Upload module for an activity number that is active and not cancelled. 

The error message similar to the one below is displayed when you are attempting to upload a revised 

application supplement through the Document Upload where the activity number is cancelled.

3.4 Disposition does not exist 

A revised Application Supplement can only be submitted through the Document Upload module for a valid 

disposition type which exists in the EDS database.

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To resolve this error message, ensure the activity number typed in the field is a valid activity number that 

was issued by the department when you submitted your Application/Amendment transaction electronically 

through EDS. 

 

 

3.5 Unable to attach a revised Application Supplement 

If the Browse button is missing from the Document Upload interface, this means the Application Supplement 

hasn’t been unlocked by the legal administrators.

If you have been informed by the regional office a revised supplement is to be submitted through the 

Document Upload module and the browse button is missing, please contact EDS Support so we can relay 

this to the legal administrators for the supplement to be unlocked.  
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3.6 Application Supplement attached is not associated 
with the activity 

This error highlights that the version of an Application Supplement attached via the Document Upload 

module is not linked to the Activity Number queried in the Document Upload module.

3.7 You are not authorized to upload documents 

Data supplied on an Application Supplement form contains industry’s standard sensitive information. For 

this reason, land agents or anyone required to upload a revised Application Supplement through the 

Document Upload module must have their EDS Account profiles provisioned to submit applications on 

behalf of the Client ID linked to the Activity number generated, that holds the Application Supplement form.

You will need to contact EDS Support to have us provision your Account profile so you are able to submit 

revised supplements for the Client ID linked to the Activity number. A Consent form will also need to be 

requested from the individual or authorizing Manager of the company you are representing as a land agent. 

The EDS Support staff member will communicate this to you once your account profile has been edited to 

grant the required access to the client id.
