1. Head West on Highway 1A (Banff Coach Road) for 
approximately 4 km (2.5 miles) until you reach Grand Valley 
Road. 

2. Turn North (right) and continue on Grand Valley Road and at 
Township Road 281, turn West (left) and continue for 3 km (2 
miles). 

3. At Range Road 54 turn South (left) for 1 km (½ mile). 

4. The property is on the East side of the road.
