Carrier of hazardous wastes shall have successfully completed a Transportation of Dangerous Goods course acceptable to the authority having jurisdiction within the past three years.

MISCELLANEOUS CHEMICALS

Locate and remove the miscellaneous chemicals designated to be disposed of.

Classify the miscellaneous chemicals based on chemical properties, quantity, and the type of hazard they present. Safely handle, package, transport, and dispose of the miscellaneous chemicals in accordance with the applicable regulations, guidelines and codes.
.3
Absorb any spill with absorptive material, immediately ventilate area and clean up the spill based on the chemical properties, quantity, and the type of hazard the chemical presents.

TRANSPORTATION AND PERMANENT DISPOSAL

.1
Transport waste miscellaneous chemicals in accordance with the Alberta and Federal legislation and regulations and local landfill requirements
.2
Ensure that all materials are properly packaged and labeled prior to transportation.

Use an approved hazardous waste company to transport and permanently dispose of miscellaneous chemicals.

.4
Transport hazardous waste materials in properly placarded vehicles.

.5
Each load shall be accompanied by a properly completed Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulation (TDGR) Waste Manifest.  Provide the [Province] [Environmental Consultant] with a copy of each shipping document and waste manifest.

Dispose of, or recycle miscellaneous chemicals off-site in accordance with Local, Provincial, and Federal requirements.
