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NOTES

l. IMPROVED SIDESLOPES SHALL BE 41OR FLATTER AS DIRECTED BY
THE ENGINEER.

2. DITCH WIDTH MAY BE REDUCED BY SIDESLOPE IMPROVEMENT BUT FINAL DITCH
SHOULD NOT BE LESS THAN 1.2m WIDE.

3. THE NEED TO BUILD ACCORDING TO DETAILS 1,2 OR 3 WILL BE DETERMINED
BASED ON THE PAVEMENT DESIGN (I: SLOPE OR 4: SLOPE) AND THE EXISTING
GRADED SIDESLOPE.

4. THIS DRAWING SUPPLEMENTS SPECIFICATION 2.1 SIDESLOPING.

A 5. SIDESLOPE SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED SO THAT NEW MATERIAL wILL REMAIN
IN PLACE AND PROVIDE A SMOOTH,FIRM AND UN{FORM SLOPE.
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
